All ½ season teams GU16,GU19 and Midgets must present a check or Credit Card (M/C or Visa) payable to the Bay State Breakers for $600.00 when you sign your contract. NO EXCEPTIONS!!
The format will consist of two hours of on ice evaluation. Contract forms must be completed and signed with a tryout fee of $75.00, The registration fee remains the same regardless if a player attends one or both tryout sessions. (G16,G19 - $50.00)

SELECTION PROCESS:

After each player’s final tryout, the coach will notify players that are selected by 12 noon the following day. If you are not selected, your contract and deposit will be mailed back to you. Thank you for participating in this years tryouts. If you sign a contract with any other program your son/daughter will be suspended from the EHF for a period of one year.

The Bay State Breakers program fees for the 2010-2011 season and tuition breakdown for all levels including alternate players are listed below.
